	What’s the difference between the Five Fold Ministry and Spiritual Gifts?


	The Five Fold Ministry: Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastors, Teacher


When we are talking about the five fold, we are talking about the way church is organized and run..
	Spiritual Gifts: Administration, Apostolic, Discerning of Spirits. Evangelism, Exhortation, Faith, Giving, Healing, Hospitality, Interpretation of Tongues, Leadership, Mercy, Miracles, Prophecy, Service, Shepherd, Speaking, Teaching, Tongues, Word of Knowledge, Word of Wisdom.


The Five Fold Ministry is for equipping the saints.
How? Through spiritual gifts that are also for building up of the body of Christ.
	Which of the Five Fold Ministry is the best?


Radical Middle.
· The Apostle wants to plant churches
· The Prophet wants to know the will of God
· The Pastor wants to take care of the church members and disciple them
· The Evangelist wants to share the news
· The Teacher wants people to understand and know the word of God.
Eg. in a company…
· The Prophet is the one with the great idea. Could be the person who wrote code for this amazing new AI piece of technology.
· The Apostle is the entrepreneur / startup guys. He mobilizes and connects and brings people in to make the vision a reality.
· The Pastor is HR. Taking care of the well being of the staff and training them.
· The Evangelist is marketing.
· The Teacher are the lawyers. They know what’s right and wrong. They know the law, and what is allowed.
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The Pastoral
The word for pastor used here is the Greek word poimēn (poy-main).
Other uses of poimēn is translated as the word shepherd.
I’ll be reading from John 10:1-28
· Jesus is speaking to the Pharisees
· He is contrast them to himself as a good shepherd.
· The teaching is really about who Jesus is as the good shepherd.
· I will draw from what Jesus saids, to describe what a Pastor is.

	John 10:1-28 NASB95
1 “Truly, truly, I say to you, he who does not enter by the door into the fold of the sheep, but climbs up some other way, he is a thief and a robber. 2 But he who enters by the door is a shepherd of the sheep. 3 To him the doorkeeper opens, and the sheep hear his voice, and he calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. 4 When he puts forth all his own, he goes ahead of them, and the sheep follow him because they know his voice. 5 A stranger they simply will not follow, but will flee from him, because they do not know the voice of strangers.” 6 This figure of speech Jesus spoke to them, but they did not understand what those things were which He had been saying to them.
7 So Jesus said to them again, “Truly, truly, I say to you, I am the door of the sheep. 8 All who came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them. 9 I am the door; if anyone enters through Me, he will be saved, and will go in and out and find pasture. 10 The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I came that they may have life, and have it abundantly.

	1. A Pastor Cares


	John 10:3-4 NASB95
… the sheep hear his voice, and he calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he puts forth all his own, he goes ahead of them, and the sheep follow him because they know his voice.


· Shepherd names each and every sheep
· He know their needs, their tendencies
· If something is wrong he can tend to them
· If a sheep is missing, he would know who to find
· And the sheep know and recognize the voice of the shepherd
	John 10:14 NASB95
I am the good shepherd, and I know My own and My own know Me,


· What is this interaction called? It is a relationship.
· Out of the care a pastor is relational
· What is the objective of a relationship? Intimacy.
· Out of the care, relationship, intimacy and trust, a pastor guides.
· The shepherd leads them, and the sheep follow him because they know him.
· The pasto equips and guides his sheep on life as it pertains to the Bible.
· How do you deal with conflict?
· How do you deal for unforgiveness?
· How to do marriage?
· How to raise your children.
· How do you grow?
· Not just taught but modeled. Eg. Danielle.
· Quick to forgive and forget.
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	2. A Pastor Protects


	John 10:11-13 NASB95
“I am the good shepherd; the good shepherd lays down His life for the sheep. He who is a hired hand, and not a shepherd, who is not the owner of the sheep, sees the wolf coming, and leaves the sheep and flees, and the wolf snatches them and scatters them. He flees because he is a hired hand and is not concerned about the sheep.


· David protected his sheep. He rescued his sheep from a lion and bear. Yes he won, but it’s his willingness to put his life on the line for his sheep that is most admirable.
· Jesus the good shepherd does exactly that.
· Husbands are asked to love your wife as Jesus loved the church.
· But realistically, the opportunity to do so is rare.
· So what’s asked of you, is can you die to yourself? Can you put other people's needs ahead of yourself?
· A pastor is sacrificial
· Husbands, can you spend more time with your children?
· Pastors walk with people not just in the good times but the bad times.
· When the going gets tough get going!
· Why protect, cause the Pastor loves his sheep!
· In contrast, the hired hand leaves.
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	3. A Pastor Unites


	John 10:16 NASB95
I have other sheep, which are not of this fold; I must bring them also, and they will hear My voice; and they will become one flock with one shepherd.


· Context: The Jews and Gentiles. God wants to unite the two to become one flock. It is not okay that the two groups a segregated.
· Likewise as a Pastor, what is your response when there is conflict or disunity.
· Some people don’t want to get involved cause it’s messy.
· Some people love getting involved to cause more drama.
· Why get involved? Because this is my church, and these are my sheep. I love my church.
· Just as nothing bugs me more than seeing  more children fight
· To see my sheep fight, it really bugs me.
· This is a equipping moment.
· Conflict resolution.
· Forgiveness.
· I’ll forgive, but I’ll never forget.
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How do you know if being a pastor is for you? Do you have a desire?
After hearing what was described of a pastor, what is your reaction?
· It is not for me.
· Or it sounds amazing.
Eg. Daydreaming about being a Pastor
	John 21:15-17 ESV
When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “Simon, son of John, do you love me more than these?” He said to him, “Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.” He said to him, “Feed my lambs.” He said to him a second time, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” He said to him, “Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.” He said to him, “Tend my sheep.” He said to him the third time, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” Peter was grieved because he said to him the third time, “Do you love me?” and he said to him, “Lord, you know everything; you know that I love you.” Jesus said to him, “Feed my sheep.
